It fully 

reflects Bonaventura Maschio’s great personality and mastery: a 

perfectly balanced blend between different pomaces distilled in 

dedicated copper stills.

After distillation, La Grappa 903 Barrique rests in wood for a 

minimum of 12 months, including at least 6 months in precious 

barriques, the source of its elegant and inimitable tertiary 

aromas.
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
